SUMMER SUNDAY MORNING BIBLE STUDY 
 

In August we will be continuing our study in the book of Romans. Paul’s letter to the Ro-
mans is the most complete statement of the gospel of Christ in the New Testament. The 
main theme of the letter is that all men are sinners, but through faith in Christ man can be 
made righteous in God’s sight and receive salvation and eternal life.  

    So far we have completed eleven chapters in our study, and have been shown by Paul 
how we can be delivered from the snares of sin and become heirs of Christ. It is only by 
faith in Christ that we are saved, not by works. The structure of Romans provides a hint 
into the importance of the book in our everyday lives. Beginning with eleven chapters of 
doctrine, the book then transitions into five chapters of practical instruction. This union be-
tween doctrine and life illustrates for Christians the absolute importance of both what we 
believe and how we live out those beliefs. Come join us each Sunday morning at 9 AM in 
the adult study classroom for this enlightening study.  

The Christian must realize as a charge daily that he is morally responsible to God and those 
around him/her. He or she must put God FIRST in everything (Matt 10:37) and be submis-

If we spend all of our time dedicated to our physical desires, 
at the end of time, we’ll have nothing to harvest but corruption. But 
if we “plant” to the Spirit, that is the “fruit of the Spirit”, we’ll har-
vest everlasting life. (Galatians 6:7-8) There’s no doubt about it, gar-
dening is hard work. Living and serving the Lord is just as challeng-
ing. But we’re assured in the scriptures that if we do not “grow wea-
ry while doing good” and don’t lose heart, then when the season of 
our life is over, we will indeed reap the benefits of heaven. 
(Galatians 6:9) Just as you will share the harvest from your home 
gardens with the rest of us, the bible encourages Christians to share 
both their physical and spiritual blessings with those around them.
